Style-Specific Analysis (4 models)

In addition, the portfolio does not invest in 
businesses that derive 5% or more of their revenue from the 
following activities:

• Manufacturers and owners of military weapons
• Manufacturers and owners of alcohol and tobacco products
• Manufacturers and owners of gambling devices and/or operators 

of casinos
• Companies with ties to Sudan
